hen Dr. Clif Cleaveland began his medical practice, he

discovered quickly that some of his patients needed
help beyond what a physician could provide. He also found that
some of his best teachers were his patients. Luckily, one of those
teachers was a2 man named Tommy Perkins.

“I knew Tommy as a patient and as a friend,” recalls Dr.
Cleaveland. As Family and Children’s Services’ founding
Executive Director, “Tommy introduced me to the many needs
of people that were often ‘below the radar’ and so known to
very few of us. I learned, for example, about women in perilous
straits whose homes had imploded and who had no money or
family to help them, and about the needs of the many deaf and
hard of hearing in our city. Through his eyes, I saw the need
for so many services in this area, and that many of them were
available through FCS. I also saw the need for adequate funding
to support those services.”

Dr. Cleaveland discovered the agency’s Deaf Services
when interpreters from that program provided the vital
communication link between patient and doctor. When he
learned from Perkins about the agency’s Counseling Center,
the doctor would refer patients with complex problems to that
program. “Like any good leader, Tommy surrounded himself
with good staff. Whenever I referred a patient to one of the
agency’s programs, he or she received quick and effective
assistance with problems.”

At about the same time, Ruzha Cleaveland learned about
FCS through her work with the League of Women Voters. “I was
particularly interested in the introduction to the Juvenile Justice
System by the League, and it didn’t take long for me to discover
the connection with FCS services for youth. Their work seemed
so important to me then, as it does now.” A while later, Mrs.
Cleaveland joined the agency Board of Directors.

“My time on the board allowed me to learn so much about
people and the difficult circumstances in which they found
